SPONSORSHIP GUIDELINES


As a Sponsor you need to:
1. Prayerfully consider your responsibilities to the pilgrim.

2. Be available to help meet the needs of the pilgrim and their family during the weekend.

3. Properly prepare the pilgrim for the weekend.

4. Find friends and family to support the pilgrim with “Agape Letters”.

5. Encourage and assist the new pilgrim in finding a share group.

6. Bring the pilgrim to the first community gathering.

7. Work with the new pilgrim as a fellow Christian. Be interested in their spiritual welfare.

Your specific responsibilities for the weekend:

1. Check with REGISTRAR for any Balance Due:

2. Bring your pilgrim to Sidney First United Methodist Church on Thursday.  Arrive at 6:00 pm or no later than 6:45 pm to check them in.  There will be a brief fellowship and a light supper which serves as a “send-off”.  Please bring a covered dish to share.

3. Participate in the Sponsor’s ceremony at 8:00 pm Thursday. This brief service is an opportunity for you to pray over the actual Emmaus cross that your pilgrim will receive on Sunday, and participate in Holy Communion on their behalf.  If you cannot attend, please have someone else attend on behalf of your pilgrim. Please take your covered dish or other food item with you as you leave the fellowship hall to go to the Sponsor’s ceremony; you will not be able to return to the fellowship hall.

4. Attend the Worship Service on Saturday evening at 8:00 pm in the Sanctuary.

5. Attend the Closing on Sunday at 4:30 pm. 

6. Arrange for the pilgrim’s transportation home on Sunday at approximately 7:00 pm.

Agape Letters:

As you recall from your weekend experience, the Agape letters are a vitally important demonstration of God’s grace and love.  Please approach this particular responsibility prayerfully and soon! It is the special request of our community that ALL agape be channeled to the pilgrim through the Agape Chairperson, who is the ONE person responsible for distributing the agape at the appropriate time. You will receive specific instructions from the Sponsorship Chairperson regarding agape-gathering after your pilgrim is registered and accepted for a specific Walk.


The Greater Sidney Area Emmaus Board of Directors has requested that there be no video or flash cameras used during candlelight or closing services. To attend candlelight and closing ceremonies, you need to have attended an Emmaus Walk or a Chrysalis Walk.  PLEASE NO GUESTS.

Please do not attempt to Sponsor a Pilgrim if you are a Team Member on the same walk, unless you have prior arrangements for transportation, support through meals, and everything mentioned in the above guidelines.
